  14 And God said, “Let there be lights in the dome of the sky to separate the day from the 
night, and let them be for signs and for seasons and for days and years, 15 and let them be lights in 
the dome of the sky to give light upon the earth.” And it was so. 16 God made the two great 
lights—the greater light to rule the day and the lesser light to rule the night—and the stars. 17 
God set them in the dome of the sky to give light upon the earth, 18 to rule over the day and over 
the night, and to separate the light from the darkness. And God saw that it was good. 19 And 
there was evening and there was morning, the fourth day. 
  20 And God said, “Let the waters bring forth swarms of living creatures, and let birds fly above 
the earth across the dome of the sky.” 21 So God created the great sea monsters and every living 
creature that moves, of every kind, with which the waters swarm and every winged bird of every 
kind.

At either station, receive bread and dip it into the wine (intinction); Or, if you prefer the common cup, 
receive bread at either station, eat it, and then step to the minister between the stations to drink from the shared 
cup; Gluten‑free wafers and separate wine or grape juice are available; If you prefer a blessing, 
come forward with your arms crossed. Return to your seat by the side aisles.
